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Article I

. The president shall preside over all meetings, act as chairperson of the arbitration board

and perform such executive and administrative work as would naturally fall within the
duties of this office.

In the absence of the president at any meeting, the secretary-treasurer shall exercise the
powers and duties of the president.

. The secretary-treasurer shall keep a record of all meetings; prepare the standings of the

clubs: maintain all players contracts: deposit all league funds in the local bank: make all
disbursements by check signed by either him/her or the president and perform such other
executive and administrative functions as would naturally fall within the duties of this
office.

Article I1

A protest committee shall be established by the league president. The committee shall be
composed of one (1) member from each community/organization.

. The protest committee shall be called to meet as the league president deems it necessary.

The protest committee shall resolve all protested games, the two communities /
organizations involved in the protest shall not vote, although they may be present during
the argumentative phase of the protest.

The protest committee shall have the option of a public or private vote. The results of the
vote ( simple majority) , yes or no to allow the protest, ( not how each member voted or
actual vote count) shall be transmitted to the league president for announcement.

. The protest committee or the board of directors shall have the authority to suspend or

place on probation, either temporarily of permanently, any coach, player and/or
community/organization.
Protesting matters shall be limited to:

a. rules infractions
b. rules misinterpretation

& rules application

d. players/eligibility

Rules shall be interpreted as any rule/ regulation of Tri-County League, USSSA and
/or Official baseball or Softball rules.

. All protest filed shall be presented to the protest committee for resolution, within 48

Hours of the infraction. Protest filed incorrectly shall be ruled void and the filing fee of
the applicant shall be forfeited. Protest can only be filed by the head coach of the team
filing the protest, or the director of that community/organization. (NO ONE ELSE)

. Each community/organization shall elect/appoint its own committee member and shall

submit to the league secretary that person’s name, address and telephone number.

. The protest committee shall establish a fee for the filing of a protest. Currently that fee is

$ 50.00

infraction. The specific baseball or softball rule and or league rule violated and upon
which the protest is based must be citied.

In the event the protest is denied, the fee shall be deposited in the league account. If the
protest is allowed, the fee shall be returned to the protesting team.

During Tri-County League tournaments, the tournament host is responsible for furnishing
a protest committee. This committee shall consist of a minimum of two members not
from the communities involved in the protest.

Protest occurring in league tournaments shall be brought to the attention of the
tournament director at the time of occurrence, protesting coach must cite rule that is felt
to be violated, game will be discontinued until protest is resolved. A $10.00 filing fee is
required, if protest is disallowed filing fee is forfeited to the tournament host, if protest is
upheld fee is returned.

Article III

All communities/organizations team rosters shall be submitted to the league president
prior to the first game of the regular season. Failure to submit rosters on time will result
in a forfeit by the violating team.

All team rosters shall contain the following minimal information:

a. name of the community/organization

b. team’s division of play

c. coach and assistant coaches name, telephone number address
d. full name and birth date of all players

The community/organization shall retain all responsibilities for verification of players
Eligibility and shall be required to submit proof on demand to the league president at
his/her request.

The deadline for signing new players shall be established at the first meeting of the
current year and shall not exceed a date later than mid-season.

Players may be added to a teams roster after the deadline if the number of players on the
roster falls below twelve (12) for the willie mays, pee wee reese, and sandy koufax and
all divisions of softball, or thirteen (13) players in the T-ball divisions and Roberts
Clemente. Teams may add players only to reach the above limit

In the event that a team discontinues play (disbands) after the mid-season deadline, those
players are not eligible for season play or league tournament play but may be drafted for
association tournament play.

If a team is discovered having an illegal player ( over-age not registered with the league
office) on its team, whether that player participates or not, that team may be required to
forfeit all games played to that point of the season. Only by the protest Committee.
